Criminal history record dissemination is governed by Section 19.2-389 of the Code of
Virginia.

Requests for criminal record searches must be executed by the submission of a
signed and notarized “Criminal Record Name Search” form SP-167. The instructions
for the completion of this form are included in the document. This form can be
viewed, downloaded, and/or printed by visiting the Virginia State Police Forms page.
